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Haiti Foundation of Hope
Who Are They and What Do They Do?

Haiti Foundation of Hope (HFH) is a Christian organization addressing the phy:s
cal, emotional and spiritual needs of the people in the impoverished and under-
served rural communities of northern Haiti. Although this foundation is only five
years old, several board members have been going to Haiti for 26 years. CF
members Linda & Joe Markee, pictured on the left, also lived in Haiti for two
years when they served as Presbyterian missionaries.

Terre Blanche is in one of Northern Haiti's povestiicken regions where malnu-
trition, intestinal parasites, malaria and other infectious diseases run rampant
and where there was once no medical care. This remote area struggles with th
extremes of drought and flooding. There has never been electricity, potable
water, a national school system or a viable economy. Christian withess wa
absent until 1995.

As a result of the work of HFH with-géountry partners, the communities in this

region now have consistent medical care, a community health care system, :

water program, and other lifehanging programs. HFH sends medical and Bible School teams to Haiti abc
four times per year. The local church is rising up to care for its own community. Although this region did r
suffer directly from the earthquake, they now have a population increase of about 50%.

| Cl Qaduntkyypartners are the Free Methodist Church of Haiti, with Pastor Delamy Bazilme, a Haitian Fr
Methodist district superintendent, as the principle representative. HFH is also the Medical Teams Internatior
